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Dane County Youth Assessment (DCYA) 2021

The Dane County Youth Commission is pleased to release the 2021 Dane County Youth Assessment (DCYA) High School Report.
Every three years, youth in grades 7-12 complete a survey that capturestheir opinions, concerns, behaviors, attitudes, and
experiences on a range of topics. The DCYA is a collaborative effortled by the Dane County Yo uth Commission in partnership with
the United Way of Dane County, Public Health Madison & Dane County, the City of Madison, and county schools.

Survey Development and Administration

Survey developmentis led by K12 Associates, LLC and a committee of educators, public health professionals, project funders, and
parent representatives. The surveyincludes questions about protective and risk behaviors across contexts of school, peer relations,
family, and community. The 2021 DCYA includes new questions on emerging youth issues while retaining important questions from
past surveys to measure trends. The surveyincludes items from the national Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
Youth Risk Behavior Survey and other national surveys to allowfor comparisons to youth in the U.S. and in Wisconsin. Extensive
efforts are made to ensure that questions are clear and understandable. A Spanish version is available.

Between January 15 and April 15 2021, middle and high school students took the DCYA across nineteen public school districts and
one private high school. Student participationis voluntary and anonymous. Parents are notified in advance of survey administration,
may reviewthe survey at their school district office, and may opt their child out of participating. School districts attempt to survey all
7th-12th graders, with most districts capturing over 80% of students. Due to the constraints of remote learning during the COVID -19
pandemic, two districts were able to survey only a portion of their student population. The students surveyedin these districts were
weighted so that race, gender and school size were at proper proportions commensurate with typical survey participation for t heir
respective districts.

Administering During Covid

The 2021 DCYA was administered during the COVID-19 Pandemic, at a time when students were more likely to be receiving their
education at home than in school. In fact, 97% of the students we surveyed spent the majority of this school year attending classes
virtually.

Not surprisingly, this had a dramatic impact on certain student behaviors. For example, some antisocial behaviors (like bullying) that
usually take place at school were down considerably. Also, behaviors that typically involve students congregating or socializing face-
to-face (like alcohol use or sexual behavior) were down as well. Unfortunately, emotional health topics related to stress and worry
(struggling with homework, depression) were higher.

It is impossible to know for sure the degree to which certain results are attributable to the COVID pandemic. However, we should be
careful in interpreting these 2021 results as the beginning of newtrends. Many behaviors may return to the past levels once
students return to school and resume past behavior patterns.

Data Analysis and Reports

School districts attempt to survey all 7th-12th graders, with most districts capturing over 85%. Due to remote learning during the
2020-2021 school year, some districts were not able to survey at least 50% of their student population. The students surveyed in
these districts were weighted so that race, gender and school size were at proper proportions commensurate with typical surve y
participation for their respective districts. The results of studentresponses to survey questions are presented as percentag es of the
weighted number for each item.

Behavioral risk surveys using self-report methodology are widely used and have been provento be valid and reliable. The large
number of participants in the DCYA, the fact that results are in line with national tre nds, and the consistency in findings over time
supports the validity of the DCYA. While the survey is available at school district offices for public review prior to its ad ministration,
distribution is restricted until after it is administered in order to preserve the integrity of student responses.

This report provides a complete set of data tables with all survey questions and countywide responses by student grade level. The
2021 Overview Report summarizing key findings is available on the Youth Commission web site. Subsequent analysis will be
conducted by funding partners and researchers, yielding additional information about Dane County youth including comparisons,
trends and factors influencing youth behavior. Reports will also be posted on the Youth Commission web page at
https://danecountyhumanservices.org/About-Us/Commissions-Boards-and-Committees/Youth-Commission/Youth-Assessment as
they become available.

Although not the only source of information on what is impacting youth in our community, the Youth Assessment
provides a very valuable resource to inform program and policy decisions. The data reflected in this report is encouraging in some
areas and concerningin others. The Youth Commission and its partners hope that youth-serving agencies, community stakeholders,
parents, policy makers, school districts and youth will use this and subsequentreports to appreciate where we have been, to
recognize the successes and challenges of today, and to create an even brighter future for Dane County.
